Tested or Void Code, fields CF-CW will contain data appropriate for the particular subject and grade.

Exporting the Student Data File

Sign into PearsonAccess",

Select CO CoAlt: Science and Social Studies Spring 2018 from the administration dropdown in PearsonAccess"*.
Select Published Reports under the Reports dropdown menu.

Check the box next to the name of the file.
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Select Download.

Importing the file into Excel

Open Excel.
Select the Data tab.
In the Get External Data group, select From Text.
Locate the downloaded Student Data File.
Double-click the file name or select the file and click Import.
The Text Import Wizard will open.
Step 1: Set original data type to Delimited. Select Next.
Step 2: Set delimiter to Comma only. Select Next.
Step 3: To retain leading zeros on fields (e.g., grade), first select all fields in the data preview, then select Text as the column data format to import
data as text. Select Finish.
