Rubric Development Guidelines
Step 1: Keep in mind the Evidence-Centered Design framework. Make sure you have described all of the following elements before developing the rubrics:
a. Content standard and grade level expectations

b. Claims about the student

c. Assessment targets (knowledge & skills to assess)
Step 2: Choose appropriate scoring criteria (i.e., what will be assessed). 
Step 3: Provide definitions for each scoring criterion.
Step 4: Describe the highest and lowest levels of performance for a criterion. 
Step 5: Contrast the high and low levels of performance to create the intermediate level(s).
Step 6: Designate weights for each criterion. Weights are determined by comparing each criterion’s importance. 

Step 7: Review the rubric. Review checklist:
☐The rubric’s content is appropriate given the performance tasks.
☐The scoring criteria are objective and observable. 

☐The performance level descriptors are clear.

☐The performance level descriptors for each criterion do not overlap.
☐The rubric would provide information to students and teachers about what level of performance is expected.
