· Waiving Collections – EDAC discussed a waiver submitted to the State Board of Education by Mancos School District who sought relief from state data reporting burdens.  A document was provided to EDAC outlying what data requirements that can and cannot be waived after review from CDE and the State Board of Education.  EDAC discussed its role as being a champion for data while at the same time recognizing district data burden.
Discussion

· Federal Consolidated Application – EDAC was given an update on the Federal Consolidated Application database build.
· Colorado ESSA Plan – EDAC was informed on some of the changes to the Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA).  The committee was provided a document listing the changes which included some comments from the listening tour that was conducted by the Federal programs unit.

· Privacy Training – EDAC was provided a list of policies CDE wants to make available to LEPs by March 1st 2017.  This would include training outlines and documents for LEPs to use in developing their privacy policies.
· SPS-130 Teaching and Learning Conditions Survey (Formerly TELL Colorado Survey) – The Teaching and Learning Conditions Survey came to EDAC to ask if it would be better to go ahead with this collection as is for this year, or put this collection on hold and make thoughtful changes and submit the collection next year after all the changes are made.  EDAC asked that this collection be postponed by a year so the new questions could be thoroughly thought out and presented to EDAC for the 2017-18 school year.

	Overview:  The Colorado Turnaround Network will accelerate student achievement for select schools through targeted support, resources, and flexibility.  The Network will be a highly collaborative and accountable endeavor between local schools, their districts and the Colorado Department of Education.  Schools in the Network will benefit from enhanced diagnostic reviews and planning support; personalized, professional learning opportunities with a cohort of peer schools; and additional resources through supplemental grant funding.

	Discussion: There was a discussion about this grant and that it has not seen a return on investment.  EDAC asked if there has been a benefit from this grant to turnaround schools.  Small edits requested.

	Overview: As a critical component of the Colorado Talent Development System, grantees will expand and improve the current system of delivering adult education and literacy services through evidence-based practices and continuous improvement in order to:

•Build career pathways providing adults with basic and secondary education to enable them to earn a high school equivalency diploma, transition into postsecondary education or training, and/or gain or advance in employment in order to achieve self-sufficiency.

•Provide parents and guardians with sufficient skills to become full partners in the educational development of their children.
