· Continuous Fields and Data First Enrolled – (Kevin Smith) The continuous fields in the SBDs are reporting inaccurate data for continuous in district, continuous in school and date first enrolled in Colorado.  Kevin discussed a solution to this problem of inaccurate data by having CDE replace existing data with CDE calculated value for continuous and first enrolled.
· ESSA Update – (Brad Bylsma/Pat Chapman) Pat Chapman provided EDAC with a summary of what Colorado is doing next for ESSA.  The next step is for public comments on the state plan which should be completed by March 10th.  Once the comments are made public the plan will undergo further refinement from stakeholder groups.
· Parent-Friendly School Data- (Hai Huynh/Lisa Medler) - This survey is part of CDE’s larger effort to understand how parents and community members use data about how schools are performing. The input will inform efforts to develop a new report to help parents understand how well schools are performing.  This survey did not go through EDAC for an official review and was reviewed after the fact. Survey closes today.  There are already 1,200 responses to the survey.  Results will be shared and focus groups will be held soon.
· Privacy and Security Policies to LEPs – (Jill Stacey) Jill discussed CDEs proposed Data Breach Policy which includes what constitutes data breach, what information would need protected and reporting of the breach.  The documents reviewed went over steps associated with an incident.  Members were asked to forward comments to Jill.  Marcia mentioned that CDE will be convening focus groups to discuss minimum N size, data disclosure, and suppression policies.  Please submit to Marcia, names of people who use data across Colorado.

The MEP is not a flow-through formula program such as Title I, Part A, but functions instead as a state-administered grant.  The Colorado Department of Education (CDE), Office of Language, Culture and Equity is responsible for leadership, oversight and ensuring that migrant students receive the full benefits of this funding.  In applying for funds, Regional MEPs agree to work with CDE and specifically agree to work with CDE to meet all Title I, Part C federal requirements in hiring, state initiatives, policies, trainings, data and in all other capacities requested by the Colorado State Migrant Education Program (MEP).

It also confirms the school district’s intent to participate in the program in the following school year.

This process was previously run after the collection not allowing Administrative Units to make adjustments or determine staff qualified status as of December 1 of the reporting period.

	Overview: The Healthy Kids Colorado Survey is a unified effort of several state agencies to collect biennial surveillance data on youth health behaviors. The core of the survey is the “Youth Risk Behavior Survey” which is conducted in accordance with standards set by the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention to produce representative data that is comparable to national estimates. State, regional, and local agencies use these data to set goals for health promotion, track trends in health behaviors, inform programs or policies, evaluate programming, and seek funding.

	Overview: The state is required to track students receiving Coordinated Early Intervening Services. AUs can volunteer to allocate a percentage of their funding to provide CEIS or be required to provide CEIS due to significant disproportionality. These students have not yet been identified as having a disability so they are not receiving Special Education Services (though may later be referred). It has been a few years since any AU has provided CEIS, but prior to this the records were submitted through Sped EOY and certain edits were modified each year to accommodate those AUs. Going forward, we think it will be more efficient for those AUs providing CEIS to submit a separate file to track these students.

As a part of the consultation, the non-public school must provide the count of the low-income children attending the school.

	Overview:  A school that wishes to be designated for the first time as an Alternative Education Campus or to renew its designation as an Alternative Education Campus must submit the following application verifying that the school meets eligibility criteria no later than April 28, 2017 as per C.R.S. 22-7-604.5 (2) (a) “A district school board for a public school that desires to be considered an alternative education campus pursuant to this section shall file with the state board a request for designation as an alternative education campus. The request shall be in a form approved by the state board and shall contain sufficient information to establish that the public school meets the requirements of the rules adopted pursuant to paragraph (a) of subsection (1) of this section. The state board shall approve the designation of alternative education campus for any public school for which a request is filed pursuant to this subsection (2) that is found by the state board to meet the requirements of the rules adopted pursuant to paragraph (a) of subsection (1) of this section.”

There are 91 schools in 43 districts and 2 BOCES.

	Overview: Under the 21st CCLC grant program, grantees are awarded five-year grants.  Year one funding is provided through the Grant Award Notice (GAN) sent as a part of the approval process.  Years two through five are based on a step down formula described in the RFP, with the following disclaimers: 1) subsequent year funding amounts are based on available funding through the U.S. Department of Education and 2) an evaluation that grantees are successfully implementing the program, making progress on yearly performance measures and outcomes, and are providing the activities and programs approved in their grant.   This report survey will enable us to assess the second piece.  We currently do not collect this information and are unable to comply with the SEA evaluation requirements under ESEA and ESSA.

Currently the program is running two 5-year cohorts that are staggered. 

This report is to close out the grant for Cohort VI, which is ending the 5th and final year of the grant.  

For Cohort VII, this report ensures grantees meet the evaluation expectations and requirements to end year two and requests continuation information (both programmatic and fiscal) to continue into year three.

Hence, while both reports represent year-end reporting, you will note some differences in the questions to sections III and IV due to the difference in closing out the grant completely vs. closing year two and prepping for year three.  Also, Cohort VII’s survey has the additional sections for continuation planning.

Reports that use this data include: EdFacts Reports (submitted to US Department of Education) and District and School Performance Frameworks.  The data is also reported on the CDE website on the Assessment Unit webpage, School View and CEDAR.  This data is also used in assessment reports (e.g. school, district and student) that are provided by the assessment vendor to the districts.  Colorado law requires that all public school students be assessed in ELA and Mathematics and that Colorado participate in a multi-state assessment consortium.  The implementation of these new assessments requites the addition of a new collection for student biographical data clean up.

	Overview: This SBD collection provides districts with the opportunity to review and update student biographical data associated with the Colorado Alternate Assessment: DLM in ELA and Math.  This data is used in state and federal reports by many departments across CDE (e.g. Assessment Unit and Accountability and Data Analysis Unit).  This data is used for EdFacts Reports (submitted to US Department of Education) and Annual Measureable Objectives. The data is also reported on the CDE website on the Assessment Unit webpage, School View, Data Center, and Data Lab.   This data is also used in assessment reports (e.g. school, district and student) that are provided by the assessment vendor to the districts. Colorado law requires that all public school students be assessed in ELA and Mathematics. Students who are eligible to take an alternate assessment are required to take an alternate version of the assessment given to all students.  Dynamic Learning Maps are ELA and Mathematics assessments aligned to the Common Core designed for students with significant cognitive disabilities. These assessments are being implemented as the alternate assessment to PARCC. The implementation of these new assessments requires the addition of a new collection for student biographical data clean up, as well as the creation of new warehouse tables to store the assessment data.

	Jasmine Carey

	Overview: This SBD collection provides districts with the opportunity to review and update student biographical data associated with the PSAT assessment.  This data will be used in state and federal reports by many departments across CDE (e.g. Assessment Unit and Accountability and Data Analysis Unit).  This data is used for EdFacts Reports (submitted to US Department of Education) and will be reported on the CDE website on the Assessment Unit webpage, School View, Data Center, and Data Lab.   This data is also used in assessment reports (e.g. school, district and student) that are provided by the assessment vendor to the districts. Legislation passed in 2015 requires that all 11th grade students will take a College Entrance exam and all 10th graders will take an exam that is aligned to both the Colorado Academic Standards and the 11th grade exam. Also, federal law requires testing students once in High School in Math, ELA, and Science. Accurate demographic information is necessary to meet state and federal assessment reporting requirements.

	Discussion: No concerns.  It was asked if Assessment would consider using existing CDE data to populate the migrant field in all SBDs similar to using Title I Data Pipeline data to populate this field outside the collection.
