1. Enjoy participating alongside children in planned and spontaneous movement and dance activities.
1. Model and integrate different movements (e.g., twist, bend, hop, slide, roll, stretch) into the daily routines.
1. Use correct vocabulary when referring to movements (e.g., gallop, twist, stretch, balance).
1. Include movements that children with physical disabilities can perform with different parts of their bodies.
1. Challenge children to think of specific ways to travel to various areas.
1. Bring attention to a child’s created movements and invite others to observe, imitate and suggest their individual ideas.

1. Ask children to recall a familiar activity such as a field trip, daily routine or special event using movement to represent the experience.
1. Provide a variety of props to inspire children to explore or make up their own creative movements.
1. Connect movement or dance to a curriculum study and integrate throughout the daily routine.
1. In reading stories, look for words and images that suggest movement, pause and encourage children to use movement to represent the word/image.
1. Model patterns of movements, starting simply and increasing complexity as appropriate.
