The Colorado Department of Education, School Transportation Unit and the Colorado State Pupil Transportation Association, Trainer Committee, have developed  training to meet the requirements of the United State Congress mandated Moving Ahead for Progress in the 21st Century Act (MAP-21).
This training was originally mandated by Congress to be in place by 2020, however, FMCSA has extended it until early 2022.

At the completion of the classes, participants that attended all four classes will be eligible to receive a thumb drive, free of charge, from CDE with all  the training materials including the PowerPoint, Tests, Syllabus, etc.  

CDE is providing this instruction and distribution of the training materials to give instructors the opportunity to become familiar with them, and to begin  implementing them into your current training programs.  So, when the FMCSA deadline, in 2022, arrives we are fully prepared, and Colorado is in full compliance with all federal mandates.
